The minutes of the February Vestry meeting were ap-
proved as amended.

**kx*xTreasurer’s Report

.The report for February was approved and filed for audit.
Jerry Connell and Jean Renzi are now using/learning
QuickBooks for all financial tracking and reporting. Fr.
Broesler’s brother, Tom, a CPA, will assist with the transi-
tion of the new system. They will determine if a profes-
sional is needed for training.

*****Finance/Building Expansion

The Finance Committee recommended that !% interest
(from the start date) be included in the repayment of the
bridge loan from the General Fund ($60,000). This will
compensate for lost interest income for the dedicated funds
(i .e. Memorial Fund, Organ Fund)

It was agreed that the current amoung for the Building Ex-
pansion be held at $290,000. The remaining funds in the
building improvement portion of the capital budget remains
at $19,000 with office furniture purchase to come from that
amount. Air conditioning and carpet will not be considered
at this time.

Finance Committee will be asked to develop a plan on
when the A & D loan of $100,000will be taken and how the
gap between $250,000 in loans and the $290,000 needed
will be handled.

The A& D loan is an interest free loan until 12/31/2010
when it becomes a 15-year loan with interest to be paid
twice a year.. The challenge grant is a minimum of
$25,000. This money does not need to be used for repay-
ment of the loan.

**%*% 2009 Budget

Adjustments to the budget approved in February. A mo-
tion was made and seconded to increase the monthly pay-
ment for the Pastoral Care Associate. It was also moved
and seconded to increase the amount available to pay Sup-
ply Clergy .

The Quarterly Report was reviewed. It was noted that
$50,000 is available as a loan for the capital improvements,
however, only $20,000 has been taken to date

BUILDING EXPANSION

With the new building nearing completion and award of a Certifi-
cate of Occupancy by New Castle County imminent, our Rector, staff
and furnishings are ready to move to their new offices. Internal ex-
pansion and rearrangement of the existing lounge is underway. Out-
side and southeast of the building, the underground stone lined basin
(Bio-Retention area), which serves to collect roof and surface run-off
before discharge to the county storm drainage system, is complete
and approved by the inspectors. Weather permitting, landscaping
work is expected to be complete this month. Overall, the expansion
work is more than 80% physically complete and within budget.

A DAY OF PSALMS

On April 4, 2009, we had a Day of Psalms at St. Barnabas.
This was the last Saturday in Lent and a fitting time for a quiet
day of reflection about the Psalms.

We convened in the Chapel at 9:00 a.m., learned a bit about the
layout of the Psalter, who may have written certain Psalms,
how they are divided into books (5 actually) and what that divi-
sion perhaps signifies. We were given several ways in which
we could read, chant, and recite the Psalms. We began with
Psalm One and each person, in turn, would then read/present
the next Psalm in whatever fashion he or she chose. We had
folks come and go as their time would permit, and some stayed
for the entire time. We had a good group. We broke for about
an hour for lunch consisting of soup and bread, and then recon-
vened. At various times during the Psalms we stopped to re-
flect on how the Holy Spirit was speaking to us.

During this time, and after, each member of the parish was
lifted up in prayer by several of us who accepted that honor.

We had several choir members who led us in chanting, which
really lit up the room. Dr. Larkin taught us a “two-

fold” (maybe it was “four-fold’) way of chanting, and it was
beautiful. We finished Psalm 150 around 5:00 p.m. and some
of us were able to stay for the evening service, which I felt was
a wonderful way to end the day.

We hope to offer this again next year as a Lenten discipline,
perhaps at the beginning of Lent. I hope eventually all of you
will be able to experience A Day of Psalms with us.

Bob for being with us and allowing us to use
the Chapel; to Bruce Richards for his leadership and insight,
and to all who were able to attend, and especially to those choir
members and Dr. Larkin who made the Psalms sound so beau-
tiful.

Pastoral Care

Some may have heard my story about how I became
involved in visiting the sick in the hospitals and the in-
firm at home and in the nursing homes, but I will relate it
again for those who are not aware. Many years ago, after
my Father died, my Mother insisted on going into a nurs-
ing home, because she did not want to “burden” me. So
she went into one of the best in the area and even it was
not good. She managed to stay about a month and then
came to live with my daughter and me. After that not so
great experience with the nursing home, and the previous
experience | had had with my grandmother, I wanted
nothing to do with nursing homes again. Lots of years
later, a friend of mine who was in the Diaconate Program
in Southern Virginia, asked if I would visit the nursing
home she took care of while she was away at a university
taking the required courses to complete her program. I
advised her that I would rather not, because of my previ-
ous experience, however, since she could not get anyone
else, I agreed.

The deal was that I would go each Tuesday, do a short
meditation in the “day room”, and singing some “old
faithful” hymns, and then visiting those individuals who
could not or would not come out of their rooms.

Well, God does know best, because I met some very
lovely folks and they did so much more for me than I did
for them. Even though I went “kicking and screaming”,
that ...”please do me a favor...” plea from my friend, put
me on a path I would not trade for a walk down the red
carpet (whatever that is). I even asked if I could go with
her from time to time.

When I left Virginia Beach for New Jersey over 4 years
ago, I found a church in which to worship. The Interim
Rector was delighted to have me visit the sick. When I
came to St. Barnabas, (about 2 yrs ago) I met such won-
derful folks who really knew how to care for each other.
I have never known a parish with such a fine-tuned care
giving attitude. The Pastoral Care Committee does so
much to care for this parish, from sending cards, to con-
tinuous praying, delivering flowers, food, visiting, taking
communion, making prayer shawls, and just listening.
The Stephen Ministry is a real asset to the Pastoral Care
group. We, at St. Barnabas, are so blessed to have such
beautiful, wonderfully caring and dedicated people giv-
ing gladly of their time and talent to watch over each
other.
